Pre-Res, or Pre-Residency, indicates courses that are being offered prior to the student attending Residency.

Independent Study indicates that this is a self-directed course (excluding graduate level research papers, major projects, theses and dissertations).

Independent Research indicates that this is a graduate level research paper, major project, thesis or dissertation.

Residency vs Distance Row Headers:

Residency indicates courses or a period of time during which students are on site receiving instruction in person at Royal Roads University or at a partner institution. When followed by One, Two, Three or Four, indicates 

whether it is the first, second, third or fourth residency period.

Students are required to choose a total of 4 electives.
